PRESCRIBED AND NON PRESCRIBED MEDICINES
· An administration of medicine/treatment consent form must be completed and signed – these are held in the school office.

· Medicines must be in their original packaging so that we can check exactly what they are and they must be clearly named and dated.

· Medicines given as a course need only to be administered at school if they have to be taken four times a day.  (Three times a day medicines can be taken at home only).

· Medicines purchased over the counter rather than prescribed by a medical practitioner, for example, Calpol, Piriton, cough potions, etc., and such things as throat lozenges and eczema creams that need to be administered on an “as and when” basis, will need to be discussed with, and approved by, the Headteacher. Children must not bring these items into school without our knowledge or permission.  

Please note:

· No medicine will be given without a consent form being completed and signed.
· It is parents’ responsibility to give the medicine to a school staff member in the school office.

· It is the parents’ responsibility to ensure the medicine is in date. 

· Any medicine left over, or out of date, will be returned to parents to dispose of.  All medicines will be returned at the end of each term (which now includes the old half terms).  

Asthma Inhalers

· Parents must complete an asthma administration form for their child – these are held in the school office.  

· BOTH the canister inside the inhaler and the inhaler itself, should be clearly labelled with the child’s name.  

Please note:

· Any child with asthma should have their ‘reliever’ inhalers only at school (there is no need for the preventative inhaler to be here as well).

· It is parents’ responsibility to give the inhaler to a school staff member.

· It is the parents’ responsibility to ensure the canister is in date 

· Any inhaler out of date will be returned to parents to dispose of and all will be returned at the end of each term.

Health Care Plans
Children with long term/substantial medical needs, which may require specific actions, will require a Health Care Plan.

· The Health Care Plan for a pupil will be written by Charlotte Simpkins, the school nurse, or the children’s community nursing team, in conjunction with the school staff and parents.

· It must be signed by the child’s parent, together with the headteacher and the school/community nurse.

· The Health Care Plan will be reviewed and updated annually. 

Please note:

Whilst we are legally under no obligation to give medication, 

we do so to be as helpful as we possibly can.  However, this must remain at the discretion of the Headteacher on behalf of the Governing Body.

General

We have a pupil in school with a Medical Condition that means they are at risk if in contract with measles, chickenpox or shingles.  It is essential you let us know because it will ultimately affect their progress.

If your child develops any medication condition that could affect their well-being, attention/concentration, or attendance at school, it is essential you let us know because it will ultimately affect their progress.
